An Ordinance to Amend

New Section 6-4-13 shall be amended to read as follows:;

() It shall be the responsibility of property owner remove any brush from their property.
(b) In the event that a third party will be removing brush, it can not be placed at the curb
no earlier than 48 hours before the schedule pick up. If brush is at the curb for longer than
48 hours, the Village of Dane will assume the pick up and removal of the brush for the
fees described in section 6-4-13 (c).

(c) The Public Works department shall remove any brush that is left at the curb for a fee
that is equal the amounts listed below:

DOT Rates  $52.24

Labor $74.77

Total $127.01 per hour ($2.12 per minute)

(1) Rates are incompliance with approved Department of Transportation. The
charged rate for brush pick up will be updated if rates for the truck, chipper, or labor
costs are increased/decreased. v

(2) Any work completed by the Public Works Department will be invoiced to the
property owner on their utility bill. If the property owner does not receive the utility bill,
it will be billed separately.

(d) In the event of a severe storm that causes a significant amount of downed tree limbs,
there will be no charge to property owners.

(e) There is no charge for Christmas tree pick up in January.

(f) All brush placed for collection shall become the property of the village or its
collection agent.

(g) Residents must notify the village five (5) days prior to placing brush at the curb for
pick up.

(h) Brush must be placed in an orderly fashion with the butt ends facing the curb.
