Signs. Any medium, including its structure, words, letters, figures, numerals, phrases,
sentences, emblems, devices, designs, trade names or trademarks by which anything
is made known and which are used to advertise or promote an individual, firm,

‘association, corporation, profession, business, commodity or product and which is

visible from any public street or highway.

Story. That portion of a building included between the surface of any floor and the
surface of the next floor above it, or if there is no floor above it, then the space
between the floor and the ceiling next above it. Any portion of a story exceeding
fourteen (14) feet in height shall be considered as an additional story for each fourteen
(14) feet or fraction thereof. A basement having one-half (1/2) or more of its height
above grade shall be deemed a story for purposes of height regulation.

Story, Half. That portion of a building under a gable, hip or mansard roof, the wall

“plates of which, on at least two (2) opposite exterior walls, are not more than four and

one-half (4-1/2) feet above the finished floor of such story. - In the case of one (1)
family dwellings, two (2) family dwellings and multi-family dwellings less than three
(3) stories in height, a half (1/2) story in a sloping roof shall not be counted as a story
for the purposes of this Code.

Street. Property other than an alley or private thoroughfare or travelway which is
subject to public easement or right-of-way for use as a thoroughfare and which is
twenty-one (21) feet or more in width.

Street Yard. A yard extending across the full width of the lot, the depot of which
shall be the minimum horizontal distance between the existing street right-of-way line
and a line parallel thereto through the nearest point of the principal structure. Corner
lots shall have two (2) street yards.

Structure. Anything constructed or erected, the use of which requires a permanent
location on the ground or attached to something having a permanent location on the
ground.

Structural Alterations. Any change in the supporting members of a structure, such
as foundations, bearing walls, columns, beams or girders.

Temporary Structure. A movable structure not designed for human occupancy nor
for the protection of goods or chattels and not forming an enclosure, such as
billboards.

Use. The purpose or activity for which the land or building thereof is designed,
arranged or intended, or for which it is occupied or maintained.

Use, Accessory. A subordinate building or use which is located on the same lot on
which the principal building or use is situated and which is reasonably necessary and
incidental to the conduct of the primary use of such building or main use, when
permitted by district regulations.

Use, Principal. The main use of land or building as distinguished from subordinate
Or accessory use.
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Utilities. Public and private facilities, such as water wells, water and sewage
pumping stations, water storage tanks, electrical power substations, static transformer

stations, telephone and telegraph exchanges, microwave radio relays and gas

regulation stations, inclusive of associated transmission facilities, but not including

-sewage disposal plants, municipal incinerators, warehouses, shops, storage yards and
power plants.

Vision Clearance. An unoccupied triangular space at the street corner of a corner lot
which is bounded by the street lines and a setback line connecting points specified by
measurement from the corner on each street line.

Yard. An open space on the same lot with a structure, unoccupied and unobstructed
from the ground upward except the vegetation. The street and rear yards extend the
full width of the lot.

Zoning Administrator. That person(s) designated by the Village Board to administer
the provisions of this Chapter.

Zero Lot Line. The concept whereby two (2) respective dwelling units within a
building shall be on separate and abutting lots and shall meet on the common property
line between them, thereby having zero space between said units.

Zoning Permit. A permit issued by the Zoning Administrator to certify that the use
of lands, structures, air and waters subject to this Chapter are or shall be used in
accordance with the provisions of said Chapter.







An Ordinance to Amend
Title 13 Zoning Code
Code of Ordinances, Village of Dane, Wisconsin

The Village Board of the Village of Dane, Dane County, do ordain as follows:

Section 13-1-22 R-2 Single-Family, Residential District (Medium Density) of the Code of
Ordinances is amended to read as follows: (old language “struck through,” new language

“boldfaced”).

(1) Erent:Street. Thirty (30) feet minimum.

Section 13-1-23 R-3 Two-Family, Residential District of the Code of Ordinances is amended to
read as follows: (old language “struck through,” new language “boldfaced”).

Section 13-1-200 Definitions of the Code of Ordinances is amended to read as follows: (old
language “struck through,” new language “boldfaced”).

" Accessory Building, Portable Small. The completé building containment, floor, walls, and

roof by definition, which can be picked up by two (2) people, and carried around;
approximately 120 sq. ft. or 720 cubic ft., where no building permit would be needed.
Including, but not limited to, tool shed, bathhouse, or playhouse.

‘Accessory Building, Permanent Large. Any structure in size, which cannot be carried by
~ two (2) people, may or may not be attached to a permanent foundation, where a building

permit should be obtained.

in-thi . [Repetitive of Setback]

Building Elevation. The vertical distance measured from the curb level or the
approved ground level of the principal building to the highest point of the roof of the

principal building.

Lot, Peninsula. A lot surrounded by streets on three sides.



Lot Line, Front. In an interior lot, the front lot line is the line separating th—e lot from the
abutting street. In the case of any other lot, the owner shall elect any lot line abutting a
street as the front lot line, subject to the approval of the Zoning Administrator.

Lot Line, Rear. The lot line that is opposite and most distant from the front lot line. The
rear lot line of an irregular, triangular, or gore lot shall be a line entirely within the lot at
least 10 feet long and parallel and most distant from the front lot line. If neither definition

is applicable, the Zoning Administrator shall designate the rear lot line.

Lot Line, Side. Any lot line not a front lot line or a rear lot line.

(86) Setback. The minimum horizontal distance between the a front lot line and the a
parallel line at the nearest point of the use, structure, or foundation of that portion of the
structure or building to be enclosed, regulated by the yard requirements set up in this Code.
The overhang cornices shall not exceed twenty-four (24) inches. Any overhang of the cornice in
excess of twenty-four (24) inches shall be compensated by increasing the setback by an amount
equal to the excess of cornice over twenty-four (24) inches. Uncovered steps shall not be

included in measuring setback.

(92) Street Yard. - A yard extending across the full width or depth of the lot, the depot of which
shall be the minimum horizontal distance between the existing street right-of-way line and a line
parallel thereto through the nearest point of the principal structure. Corner lots, through lots,
and peninsula lots shall have two (2) or more street yards.
